DEDICATED 2017 Holy Name 
of Jesus Cathedral  is the seat 
of the Diocese of Raleigh, 
replacing Sacred Heart Cathedral 
in downtown Raleigh. It was 
built on the grounds of Nazareth 
Orphanage which was founded 
in 1899 by Fr. Thomas F. Price.

DEDICATED IN 1874 by Bishop 
Gibbons, Our Lady of Guadalupe 
was first ministered to by Father 
Mark Gross who came regularly 
from Wilmington. The Tarheel 
Apostle, Fr. Thomas F. Price, 
was pastor from 1889 to 1895.

DEDICATED IN 1844 St Paul 
is the oldest Catholic church 
in North Carolina. From 1887 
until 1896, Fr. Thomas F. 
Price, the first native-born 
North Carolinian ordained to 
the diocesan priesthood was 
assigned here.
